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Policy on Hospitality, Prizes, Awards, Gifts 

PURPOSE:  
To provide guidelines, the manner and extent, for which Cal State Channel Islands (CI) and its 
auxiliaries may provide hospitality to employees, students, donors, guests, visitors, volunteers, board 
members, and other individuals as part of a business meeting recreational, sporting or entertainment 
event or other occasion that promotes the M
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Policy on Hospitality, Prizes, Awards, Gifts 

Students and Prospective Students – Hospitality provided to students or prospective students may be 
permitted when it serves a CI business purpose.  Permissible activities may include recruitment efforts, 
student activities, student programs, student organization events, student recognition events and 
commencements.  Students may be hosted to attend fundraising and other community relations events 
that enhance their learning experience, in recognition of their student achievement, to engage with 
alumni and donors, or as representatives of elected student leadership.  
 
Text:  
Allowable expenditures and occasions 
Hospitality expenses must be directly related to, or associated with, active conduct of official CI 
business with no personal benefit derived by the official host, board member or other employees or 
students.  Hospitality expenditures should be cost effective and in accordance with the best use of public 
funds. 
 
Hospitality, gifts, prizes, and awards must conform to IRS regulations and includes no expenditure that 
is considered taxable income under IRS code which is reimbursed or paid for.  CI’s reimbursement of 
these expenditures may be considered taxable income to an employee if: 
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
